Fall Charismatic Renewal Conference in 
St. Louis on September 30-October,

Fr. Ed Griesedieck launched the 2011 Fall 
Catholic Charismatic Renewal Fall 
Conference Charismatic conference 
mentioning all the exciting things that are 
happening in our diocese. He mentioned 
our new seminary rector at Kenrick-
Glennon whose own calling was the fruit 
of the charismatic renewal. Fr. Ed related

He taught us a 
Trinitarian prayer where we ask to be
